has been in practice as architecture firm principal since 1975, following graduation from Carnegie-Mellon University in the U.S.  He was principal in the firm of Shinberg.Levinas, together with Salo Levinas, from 1995 to 2018.  Their work has won numerous awards, includes projects in several countries in addition to the U.S., many shown prominently in national and international publications.
Shinberg is the longest-serving faculty member at The Catholic University of America School of Architecture & Planning, beginning in 1978.  He has led a wide range of courses, including all the studios from first year through master’s degree.  In addition to teaching drawing, a special focus of Shinberg’s teaching is the intersection of architecture, neuroscience and art, with his ongoing seminar, Beauty & Brains, created in 2004 for Catholic University’s School of Architecture & Planning.  He has presented related materials at American Institute of Architects conferences, and European venues, including Hochschule für Technik Stuttgart and for NAAD in Venice.  He taught drawing to participants of Moving Boundaries, an architecture/neuroscience conference in Spain and Portugal in 2022.
For his teaching accomplishments, he was given the Architect Educator Award in 2021 by the AIA|DC’s Washington Architectural Foundation.  He was given the Outstanding Part-Time Educator Award by Catholic University in 2023.
Shinberg was a speaker and panelist at the AIA|DC Music & Architecture evening in 2014, also performing the first movement of Mendelssohn’s Trio in D minor with other architect-musicians as part of the program.
His book, People-Centered Architecture, Driving Design, Practice, and Education, is due out late Fall 2024.
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
